She asked: “Have
you cut the fences for your cows on Odell Creek?” I told her we were heading that way
shortly. Her response was simply “HURRY!!!”
     We tossed bottles of water and snacks in a cooler and rushed out the door. By the time
we got to Odell Creek, the sun was peeking over the horizon. As we came over the hill we
got our first good look at the fire. It was MASSIVE! Smoke was billowing out of the trees
for miles on end. The wind was howling. Two firefighters in a Forest Service engine pulled
up alongside us and said the fire would likely be to the house on Odell Creek before dark.
     We drove onward and discovered, to our dismay, that the fire had already burned half
our Red Rock pasture, where 140 head of our cattle were grazing. There was a small group
of cows high-tailing it up the fence away from the flames. We threw open the gate into
the pasture to the north. We opened the rest of the gates as well, hoping the other cattle
would find their way to safety.   

e day.  I had a feeling

    We turned around and drove down Odell Creek to
prepare the buildings for the inevitable onslaught of
fire. I turned sprinklers on in the yard. We parked
vehicles and equipment on the gravel road. We shut off
the propane tanks. Then…we waited.
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     The wind continued to howl throughout the day.
The morning turned into afternoon, and the
afternoon turned into evening. Friends, neighbors,
and firefighters rolled into the ranch. Ranchers with
pumpers in their pickups were there to stand guard.
Federal, state, and volunteer fire crews set up camp
in front of the house, ready to make a stand. Two
semi-trucks with bulldozers drove in and unloaded 
their equipment.  The sun went down and we waited. The winds were pushing the
fire slightly west of the ranch for now. However, the weatherman said the winds
were going to switch in the night and drive the fire our direction.

 
Around 1:00 a.m. the Remington Fire Incident Commander
drove into the house. He informed us that crews were
conducting burnout operations far ahead of the fire. There
was one crew moving north, along the east flank. The other
was working its way east ahead of the fire and planned to turn
south to meet up with the first crew. He told us to go home
and get some rest.  The burn operation would take all night
and they probably wouldn’t be to the ranch until mid-
morning.

     We drove the 16-miles back to our house and collapsed into bed for a few hours
sleep. At daylight we were out the door again. Brook made sack lunches to pass out
amongst the firefighters who had been working all night.  When we arrived at Odell
Creek, the burnout operation from the north was just reaching our northernmost
hayfields. They sent a road grader along the edge of the fields to carve in a control line.
There was a crew of firefighters on foot with drip torches, lighting fire along the grader’s
line, followed by a convoy of firetrucks with hoses ready to catch any spot fires.
     We watched the crews as they worked. The fire they lit was sucked into the main
burn, just as planned, creating a wide buffer of “black-line.” When the burning operation
reached the ranch buildings, they took it slow and easy, working their way along the
base of the hills and catching any spot fires that happened to cross their control lines. It
was both horrible and fascinating to observe. The beautiful landscape was turned to
black. Trees, brush, and grass were turned to sticks and ash. However, it was a relief to
see things working like the firefighters planned. The main fire was almost certainly going
to be stopped.
     It was late in the afternoon when the two burnout operations met and tied in their
control lines. The Remington Fire was contained.

The Remington Fire burned 196,000 acres in Wyoming and Montana. We lost 700 acres
of summer pasture, 400 acres of winter pasture, and 7-miles of fence. By the grace of
God (and the heroic work of fire crews, friends, and neighbors), none of our cattle
perished and all the buildings were saved.

Updates from the Warehouse Team 
The OGT warehouse in Westfield has been truly blessed with many donations in recent
months. The Lord is generous in His provisions, and we are filled with joy that He chose
us to assist Him in getting these goods, along with our prayers, around the world. At the
warehouse, we strive to make sure that each item is a reflection of God's love and His
mission through Orphan Grain Train. 

1. Just as a reminder, please be sure that all items are clean, without stain or need for
repairs. This would include clothing, shoes, blankets, as well as tools, small appliances,
cookware, and furniture. 
2. FURNITURE - All furniture should meet the criteria of humanitarian aid. Most of our
recipients live in cramped quarters with multiple people, so every square inch is precious
to them. We will no longer accept TV consoles, large desks, large bookcases, china
hutches or items made of pressboard. Furniture should not have excessive chips or
scratches. We do not accept mirrors unless they are part of a dresser and then they
should be securely packaged to avoid breakage in transit. 
3. INFANT ITEMS - Due to safety regulations, we cannot accept any infant cribs, high
chairs or car seats. If you have one of these items in "perfect" condition, it can be brought
to the warehouse for inspection prior to acceptance. Our drivers will not be able to
accept them. 
4. MEDICAL ITEMS - We no longer accept wooden crutches or standard aluminum
walkers. We will continue to accept 4 wheeled walkers with seats. 
5. BOOKS - We do accept Bibles (we are in great need of Spanish Bibles), hymnals, and
Christian resources. School textbooks and non-schoolbooks will need prior approval. 
6. PILLOWS - We only accept new bed pillows. We cannot ship decorator pillows. 
7. SPECIFIIC MISSIONS - Please do not write a specific mission or country on your boxes.
Remember, our focus is on meeting the specific needs of each of our missions at the
particular time of their request. If the items that are being donated will better meet the
needs of another mission, it is better not to limit our ability to give items freely to those in
need. (the exception to this is during a call for special items, i.e.: hurricane relief) 
8. SCHEDULING - All pickups or delivers must be scheduled through our logistics
manager. Please do not call a driver directly. We only have 5 hours per week to unload
trailers, so scheduling is very important. 
9. LABELING - Use only approved categories on your labels as noted in the packing
guidelines.

God’s law guards the treasure of forgiveness by pointing to our sin and our need, our most grievous need, for the grace of forgiveness. But, of course, the law is despised. Who wants to have their sin exposed? The wise do. Proverbs 9:7-9 (ESV) 7 Whoever corrects a scoffer gets himself abuse, and he who reproves a wicked man incurs injury.  8 Do not reprove a scoffer, or he will hate you; reprove a wise man, and he will love you.  9 Give instruction to a wise man, and he will be still wiser; teach a righteous man, and he will increase in learning.       People working with OGT have the brotherhood of fellow Christians working together. That is a valuable foundation. It gives us ample opportunities to share the precious Treasure of forgiveness. And it calls for discernment to protect and promote the Gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ.      It may expose us to people who despise God’s good and holy law. When it does, we meet the challenge with humility. The Holy Spirit of our God gives us discernment. We speak the Truth in love (Ephesians 4:15-16) and give God our best. He has purchased us to be treasured for all eternity. If we take a little guff for it, don’t be surprised and don’t retaliate. Be the Body that God has made us. Let the world see Jesus in us. OGT is still all about Jesus.
