A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have
loved you, so you must love one another. By this all men
will know that you are My disciples, if you love one

another. (John 13: 34-35)

The Stakes Are Raised: Almost everyone is probably aware
of the Golden Rule. It dates back to the Old Testament. The
Lord, speaking through Moses, says, “. .. love your neighbor
as yourself.” (Lev. 19:18b) Jesus quoted this as the second

greatest commandment in Mark 12:31.

That’s why the disciples may have been perplexed when, in
the Upper Room on the night when He was betrayed, Jesus
said, “A new command | give you: Love one another. As |
have loved you, so you must love one another.”
